Geoduck Farm:  Area Manager Job Description

Reports to Geoduck Division Manager 

This manager position is an on the ground manager.  Attendance on the tide is required be it day or night. Organizing and coordinating all of the people and activities that occur on the described farm will be required in this position. Work centers around the tides and will generally be between 40 and 50 hours per week.  More specific duties include the following:

Responsibilities, duties and job requirements

· Safety, rules, and policies- crew education on rules, policies and safety procedures.
· Educating crews on the company’s ECOP (environmental codes of practice)

· Seeding - forecasting seed needs, preparing the ground for seed and planting, recording seeding activities and monitoring survival.

· Farming the crop - predator control or protection, survival counts and thinning.

· Harvesting the crop - projecting the harvest, and then harvesting in a systematic manner.

· Maintenance: responsible for farm and equipment maintenance.

· Records – keeping farm data from seeding to harvest. Update daily on share point. 

· Coordinating - working with other managers to coordinate crews and equipment to maximize company efficiency. 

· Participation in meetings within the company and outside of the company will be required.  These range from inner company planning meetings to industry seminars and meetings.

·  Budgeting; develop a yearly farm budget.  

· Have an eight year plan for the farm that is monitored and updated.  

· People skills – good people skills for communicating with crews, and management.

· Computer skills – basic computer skills required for recording data about the farm, generating month end reports and inputting employee’s payroll.

· Other duties as assigned 

Compensation; Starting salary $50,000 per year.  Medical insurance for self and dependents after 6 months, 401K opportunity.  After one year of satisfactory service $55,000 plus commission.
