Spring Rain Farm (Chimacum) Barn Burns Down - Your Help is Welcome!!!
John Bellow and Roxanne Hudson of Spring Rain Farm in Chimacum lost their 1 year old pole barn to a fire Friday October 14th.  In the fire 250 chicken perished.  John and Roxanne also lost over 40 dozen eggs, all of their egg laying equipment, cider pressing machines and many other things that are vital to the continued successful operation of a farm.

John and Roxanne are very involved in supporting the local communities with their knowledge of farming, bringing new (young) farmers into the business and they also grew a large portion of the winter squash we ate last year.

The surrounding communities of Chimacum, Port Townsend, Port Ludlow and Port Hadlock have jumped on the bandwagon and started a fundraiser entitled 'Replace The Flock".  The local WSU extension office for Jefferson County, the PT Food Co-op, the Chimacum Corner Store, private individuals and other groups are sending information out to their email lists to help raise $25,000 to replace the barn before winter as well as rebuild their egg laying flock. We are having a community clean up there on the 30th of October and a crew with construction experience is lining up to help raise the barn.

Their will be an upcoming dance, silent auction, movie at The Rose theater in Port Townsend as well as donations of produce from local farmers that we will sell on our store for the next delivery cycle.

I am reaching out to you all, my community, to encourage you to help support these local farmers in a way different than usual.  At the moment our website store is dedicated to receiving donations via credit card payment that will go directly to John and Roxanne to assist the rebuilding effort.  In the last week we have raised almost $5,000 combined through the different groups helping.
